This is to notify you that the City of Creswell has proposed a land use regulation that may affect the permissible uses of your property and other properties.

NOTICE IS HEREBY GIVEN that the Creswell Planning Commission will conduct a public hearing in the McClusky Chambers, 13 South 1st Street, Creswell, Oregon on Thursday, February 26th at 6:30pm and City Council will conduct a  public hearing on Monday, March 9th at 7:00 p.m. at the same location in order to hear the following:

Case No. PA-2015-01, City initiated change to the current allowed uses within the General Commercial and Industrial zones. The proposal is to add medical marijuana facilities, as defined by ORS 475.005, to the Creswell Development Code, including allowed zones, design standards, and land use review process for such facilities. Medical marijuana facilities were not previously included as a use within the city of Creswell. The application will be reviewed under Sections III.C.1 and 2 of the Creswell Comprehensive Plan: and the following Sections of the Creswell Development Code: Section 4.1.500-Type IV Procedure (Legislative); Chapter 4.7-Land Use District Map and Text Amendments; and other applicable sections of the Code.  

The City of Creswell has determined that adoption of this ordinance may affect the permissible uses of your property and may change the value of your property.

Interested persons can offer their respective comments by attending the public hearing in person, at which time testimony will be taken from those that support or oppose the proposal, or are neutral; OR, written comments can be submitted to the City Council through Michelle Amberg, City Administrator, in the following manner: 	1) Personally delivered to Creswell City Hall at 13 South 1st Street;

Written comments must be received no later than 3:00 p.m., Wednesday, March 5th in order for them to be included in the hearing record.  A copy of the staff report, draft findings and related documents can be reviewed free-of-charge at City Hall between the hours of 9:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m., Monday through Friday, or they may be duplicated at the expense ($0.25 per page) of the person wishing to obtain copies one week prior to the public hearing date.  

The Planning Commission will provide a recommendation on the application to the City Council.  The City Council may enact, amend or defeat all or portions of the proposals or may refer them back to the Planning Commission for further consideration.  City Council has the authority to take final action on the applications.  Said decision of the Council can be appealed; however, if a decision is appealed, only those issues raised by testimony or by letter at the original hearing may be raised in appeal of the initial decision.  Issues that may provide the basis for an appeal to the Land Use Board of Appeals must be raised in writing and with sufficient specificity to enable the decision-maker to respond to the issue.  Failure to raise an issue, in person or by written comment, at the City Council hearing, or failure to provide statements or evidence related to an issue, precludes reliance on that issue in any later appeal of the decision, which is made after consideration of statements and evidence submitted, including an appeal to the Oregon Land Use Board of Appeals.
